The device
must fulfill the following requirements: (1) run a modern, supported operating system that is actively updated
by the manufacturer; (2) run a modern, fully featured web browser such as Google Chrome, Firefox, Internet
Explorer 11, Microsoft Edge, or Safari; (3) run a productivity suite and note taking software such as Google
Apps or Microsoft Office; (4) be Wi-Fi enabled; (5) have battery life to last through the school day; (6) power
up in less than 90 seconds; (7) run personal firewall/antivirus/anti-malware software that is enabled (most
modern computers have software tools built-in).
